ASSIGNED COMMISSIONER’S RULING
ACCELERATING BRIEFING SCHEDULE ON REMAINING
ISSUES IN UTILITY RETAINED GENERATION PHASE

On August 10, I issued a ruling directing parties to file and serve briefs on an accelerated schedule that addresses the specific legal question of market valuation.  Concurrent briefs on this issue only are now due on August 17.  I also indicated that I may ask my colleagues to consider a decision on this matter at our August 23rd meeting.  Because evidentiary hearings have been held, the 30-day review and comment period applies to the proposed decision, pursuant to Pub. Util. Code § 311(d).  In their briefs parties are to address whether they are willing to stipulate to waive this comment period.

By this ruling, I am accelerating the briefing schedule for remaining issues related to utility retained generation (URG).  Concurrent opening briefs are now due on August 22 and concurrent reply briefs are due on August 29.  The Commission continues to need this information on a timely basis and should have the opportunity to review parties’ briefs prior to August 24. 

Therefore, IT IS RULED that:

1. Concurrent opening briefs on remaining issues related to utility retained generation shall be filed and served by August 22, 2001.  Concurrent reply briefs shall be filed and served by August 29.  The previously-established protocols regarding electronic service and mail service shall apply.  Parties shall also provide me with an electronic copy at lyn@cpuc.ca.gov.
