ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING
PROPOSING DISMISSAL OF THIS APPLICATION AS MOOT

By order of the Nevada County Superior Court on May 18, 2001, the Truckee Donner Public Utility District (TDPUD) took possession in eminent domain of the water system operated by the Donner Lake Water Company (Donner).  Further proceedings in that Court will determine just compensation for a transfer of ownership of the Donner assets to TDPUD.

By ruling dated June 13, 2001, submission in this application by Donner for loan authority was set aside.  TDPUD was invited to inform the Commission within 60 days if TDPUD and Donner sought to move forward here in obtaining all or part of a low-interest loan to help finance critical repairs of the Donner water system.

TDPUD has not sought to move forward in this proceeding, although, through counsel, it indicates that the Commission may be asked at a later date to assist the parties in various accounting matters.

Since TDPUD is now operating the water system and since it is proceeding to make necessary repairs to the system, this application by Donner for authority to borrow up to $15.5 million has become moot.

Accordingly, the Assigned Commissioner and the Administrative Law Judge intend to draft a proposed decision dismissing this application as moot.  If any party objects to dismissal or otherwise seeks to comment, that party is directed (but not required) to file and serve such comments within 15 days of the date of this ruling.

IT IS RULED that parties may (but are not required to) file and serve comments within 15 days of the date of this ruling on the proposed dismissal of this application as moot.
