ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING SOLICITING

FURTHER INFORMATION CONCERNING THE NEUSTAR BID TO

PROVIDE LOTTERY ADMINISTRATION FUNCTIONS IN CALIFORNIA

In Decision (D.) 99-10-055, the Commission directed the North American Numbering Plan Administrator (NANPA) to submit a bid within 20 days as to the fees it would charge to take over the lottery administration function now performed by Telecommunications Division staff, and to provide the necessary reporting, as described below.  NANPA was to submit a copy of its proposed bid in writing to each NXX codeholder participating in the lottery.  Any party objecting to the bid on the basis that it is excessive was to submit their objection in written comments filed and served in this docket within 10 business days following the NANPA’s bid.

In accordance with D.99-10-055, NeuStar, Inc., the current NANPA, submitted its proposed bid.

Joint comments
 were filed on December 23, 1999, objecting to the bid.  The Joint Commenters claim NeuStar’s simple bid has several shortcomings.  NeuStar’s bid does not state whether the fixed monthly fee covers the administration of a lottery in one Numbering Plan Area or several.  It fails to explain what the company needs to do to perform each step.  It fails to justify each step.  And, most importantly, it fails to list how much each step costs.

Although NeuStar’s bid strikes the Joint Commenters as excessive, they claim it is impossible to responsibly analyze and comment on the bid without more information.

This ruling is issued to solicit additional information from NeuStar as requested in parties’ comments to provide an adequate basis to evaluate its bid.

IT IS RULED that:

1. 
NeuStar is directed to submit a revised information for this bid that: (a) explains in greater detail each step in the lottery administration process and explains why each step is necessary; (b) identifies each step that is unique to California; (c) explains in detail what NeuStar must do to accomplish each step; (d) lists the price of each step; (e) sets forth a separate fixed fee for administering the lottery for each Numbering Plan Area per month.

2. 
The revised bid shall also set forth the fees, if any, NeuStar would propose to charge for the billing and collection of any fees charged to fund its administration of the lottery.  NeuStar should not assume that any Commission resources will be available for the billing or collection of any lottery administration fees.

3. 
NeuStar shall also set forth how the California lottery functions would need to be revised or reconfigured in order for NeuStar to fully absorb any incremental costs of taking over the lottery administration.

4. 
The revised bid, incorporating the information required by this ruling, shall be provided in writing to each codeholder participating in the lottery within 15 business days of this ruling.

5. 
Any party objecting to the revised bid shall submit its objection in writing within 10 days following receipt of the revised bid.
