ORDER EXTENDING STATUTORY DEADLINE

Summary
This decision extends the statutory deadline for completion of this proceeding until March 27, 2026.
Background 
Public Utilities Code (Pub. Util. Code) § 1701.2(i) provides that adjudicatory proceedings shall be resolved within 12 months of the date the proceeding is initiated, unless the Commission makes a written determination that the deadline cannot be met and issues an order extending the deadline. The statutory deadline for this proceeding is December 26, 2025.  

On December 26, 2024, North County Communications filed this Complaint (C.) 24-12-012 with the Commission against Vaya Telecom, Inc. and O1 Communications, Inc., alleging violation of an interconnection agreement, failure to pay intercarrier compensation, fraud regarding spoofing and robocalls and for other relief.
The parties informed the Commission that a Petition for a Writ of Review pending in the California Court of Appeal, 4th District, Division 3, as Case No. G065120 (Petition for Writ of Review) may address and/or resolve legal issues related to claims raised in the present proceeding. The Commission is also considering arguments presented by all parties in connection with Vaya Telecom, Inc. and O1 Communications, Inc’s. motion to quash and dismiss the complaint. Some issues regarding that motion depend on the status of that Petition for a Writ of Review. A decision by the Commission prior to completion of the judicial litigation would risk inconstant decisions and inefficient adjudication of common issues pending with the Commission. Neither a final non-appealable decision by the Court of Appeal on the Petition for a Writ of Review nor a decision regarding the motion are anticipated to be issued by the statutory deadline in the present proceeding. Additional time is therefore required to complete this proceeding. Consequently, it is necessary to extend the statutory deadline for this proceeding to March 27, 2026.

Under Rule 14.6(c)(4) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, the Commission may waive the otherwise applicable 30-day period for public review and comment on a decision extending the deadline for resolving adjudicatory proceedings set forth in Public Utilities Code Section 1701.2(i)). Under the circumstances of this proceeding, it is appropriate to waive the 30-day period for public review and comment.

Findings of Fact 
C.24-12-012 was filed on December 26, 2024.
The current statutory deadline for C.24-12-012 is December 26, 2025.
C.24-12-012 cannot be completed by December 26, 2025.
[bookmark: _Hlk10631608]An extension of the statutory deadline until March 27, 2026, is necessary to allow adequate time to complete this proceeding.
Conclusion of Law
1. Pursuant to the authority granted to the Commission under Pub. Util. Code § 1701.2(i), the statutory deadline should be extended to March 27, 2026.
IT IS ORDERED that the statutory deadline for completion of C.24‑12‑012 is extended until March 27, 2026.
